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Morocco, a fascinating North African
country, characterised by endless ocean,
deserts and refreshing, green oases as
well as enormous mountain ranges and
its impressive cities. Join us on a unique
motorbike tour to this exotic world. Expe-
rience the feeling of being on the trail of
an ancient secret, a life long before our
time.

The tour takes us from the Mediterranean
Sea along the fantastic heaches of the
Atlantic coastline to Marrakech.
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CAMELS (W THE
ERG CHEBE!

Over the mountain ranges of the , High Atlas",
past the canyons of Todra and Dades we en-
counter Morocco's largest sand dune region,
the Erg Chebbi. We will spend two days in the
sand dunes, just enough time to explore the
secrets of the desert. Leaving the desert behind
us, we cross the ,,Middle Atlas* and head via
Midelt and Fes to Chefchaouen. In Ceuta we
leave the African continent and return to the
starting point of our journey. The tour offers
complete motorcycling pleasure on small, win-
ding mountain roads with stunningly beautiful
scenery. The roads throughout the entire route
are asphalted.
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The tour highlights

Marrakech

Marrakech is a word from the Berber language
and possibly means ,, The land of God.” The name
»Morocco" for the entire country was derived

from the city name Marrakech. Because of the
large number of architecturally significant buil-
dings, such as the Koutoubia Mosque from the
year 1162, the Kasbah of the 12th c. and the
Ben-Jusuf Medersa from the 14th c., the old town
became a UNESCO World Cultural Heritage site
in 1985.The main attraction of the city is the
Djemaa el Fna square, the world-famous medieval
market and execution site. Today it is a lively place
with food stalls, oriental storytellers, snake char-
mers and jugglers.

The High Atlas

The High Atlas rises from the west by the Atlantic
Coast and runs eastwards until the Moroccan-Al-
gerian border. On the Atlantic end the Sous valley
falls steeply to the southwest and forms a striking
contrast to the northern coast and the Anti-Atlas.
It is also a major barrier to the weather, sheilding
northern Morocco from the hot Saharan summers
to the south. The highest peak, the Mount Toub-
kal, rises to about 4100m.

Fes

The city ,,Medinat Fas“ was founded in 798 by
Moulay Idris on a site that is today called the
Andalusian quater. In the course of its history, Fes
has been the capital of the country for several dy-
nasties and is therefore considered one of the four
royal cities of Morocco. This example of an ancient
oriental city has been a World Heritage Site since
1981, under the protection of UNESCO. Its deep
blue pottery is considered the symbol of Fes.

Erg Chebbi

According to legend Erg Chebbi, one of the largest
sand dune areas in Morocco, was created as a
punishment from the Gods to the locals for not of-
fering assistance to a travel weary caravan. The 22
km long and 5 km wide dune belt lies about 40
km south of Erfoud and is the southernmost point
on our tour. The starry night sky in the desert will
be a life long memory for you.

Day 1: Arrival in Malaga

Arrival at Malaga airport and transfer to La
Herradura. Your motorbike will be waiting for
you directly at the hotel. Introductions over
dinner with Spanish wine, giving us the oppor-
tunity to discuss our tour.

Day 2: La Herradura — Ronda

We start off on the Costa del Sol heading
towards Malaga. Riding up to the EIl Chorro
gorge on long-sweeping winding roads in the
Sierra de las Nieves we journey on to Ronda.
The town of Ronda is situated on a rock pla-
teau and is split in two parts by a 160 m deep
canyon.

Day 4: Ronda — Algeciras — Chefchauen

To the south of Ronda there are numerous
small mountain chains offering an ever chan-
ging, spectacular landscape and roads that are
simply made for our motorbikes. Bend after
bend on asphalt surfaces for perfect bike con-
trol and spectacular views such as the Rock of
Gibraltar famous for its monkeys.

Day 4: Chefchaouen - Meknes

We leave Chefchaouen on a beautiful winding
road, our goal for the afternoon is Volubilis the
impressive ancient Roman archaeological site.
Next, our trip heads to Meknes - one of the
four king's cities - where we will also spend
the night.

Day 5: Meknes - El Jadida

Todays theme is greenery and curves. The
route goes through a beautiful hilly landscape
- a route made for motorcycles! The hills here
reach a height of about 1000m, up and down
and back and forth - motorcycle pleasure of

the finest.
Day 6: El Jadida — Safi — Marrakech

Along the coastal road the Atlantic assumes its
most spectacular character. We visit the medi-
na in Safi and take a look at the production of
kiln-fired earthenware. We then continue our
journey in the interior to ,,Morocco's biggest
oasis", Marrakech! Known as the , Pear| of

the South” many consider Marrakech to be
Morocco's most beautiful city with its distinct
oriental flair.

Day 7: Marrakech

Today is actually designated a ,,rest* day alt-
hough there will be very little time for actually
»resting®. After breakfast our guide in Mar-
rakech will help us to appreciate the history
of this fascinating city. After lunch we again
delve into the city of Marrakech to experience
its charm and character.

Day 8: Marrakech — Quarzazate

Our aim today is to conquer the , High Atlas“.
Our motorbikes take in the mountain air as we
ride the fantastic panoramic road over Taddert
and the Tizin-n-Tichka pass, accompanied by
the spectacular views of snow-capped peaks at
4000 m on this unique stage of our tour.

Day 9: Quarzazate — Merzouga

On the road of Kasbahs, along the rivers Dades
and Draa, our tour takes us to Erg Chebbi —
Morocco's largest sand dune region. We take

a break in the amazing Todra canyon which
provides shade virtually all day long as the
cliff walls that jut upwards for hundreds of
metres are only a few metres apart. Our hotel
is located directly in front of the sand dunes.

Day 10: Exploring sand dunes

We have organised a full and fascinating pro-
gram for our day spent in the desert. We will
explore and experience the desert and its sand
dunes in all possible ways, whether on foot

or on the back a camel. If you‘d like, you can
even spend a night under the open sky (Berber
tent) in the sand dunes.

Day 11: Merzouga — Fes

Slowly but surely we leave Morocco‘s South
behind us and we can already recognise the
first mountain peaks on the horizon. Again we
prepare ourselves for an amazing crossing of
the ,,High Atlas“. Although the mountains here
are no longer quite so high, we will be riding
on roads that are simply made for motorcyc-
ling as we pass stunningly beautiful scenery
such as the canyon of Ziz and the magnificent
Col du Zad (2178 m). We pass the modern ski
resort of Ifrane before stopping for the night in
Fez.

Day 12: Fes

After the long stage on the day before, today
we have another rest day, this time in the royal
city Fes. Together we will explore the exotic
Medina and learn the ancient traditions of
ceramic and leather working.

Day 13: Fes — Chefchaouen

We leave the imperial city of Fes and head in
a northerly direction. Again winding mountain
roads and magnificent scenery await us on
our journey through the Rif mountains. Via
Quarzane we reach the former Spanish city of
Chefchaouen where we spend our last night in
the mountains of Morocco.

Day 14: Chefchaouen - La Herradura

Riding briskly, we pass Tetouan and head
directly for the border. After the border forma-
lities, we cross the straits to Algeciras bringing
our Morocco adventure gradually to a close.

Day 15: Return journey
